POKER JACKPOTS
OFFICIAL RULES

1.�	� The jackpots will be funded by a $1.00 player contribution of each pot of 
$10.00 or greater. Each game’s jackpot pool will only be funded by the 
jackpot drop from those particular games. $5.00 per player from each 
qualifying single table tournament will be added to the Hold’em jackpot 
fund.

2.	� Only the top two (2) hands at showdown are eligible for the jackpot and 
both hands must be the best possible combination of five (5) cards.

3.	�� At least four (4) players must be dealt in on a qualifying table. Tables with 
less than four (4) players will not have a jackpot drop.

4.	 Jackpots may only be won at tables with a jackpot contribution.
5.	 The posted jackpots will be updated daily at 6PM.
6.	 7-Card Stud 
	 •  Aces full of kings or better beaten by any better hand.
	 •  Community cards do not play in Stud.
7.	 Omaha
	 •  Four (4) jacks or better beaten by any better hand.
	 •  Two (2) of the four-of-a-kind must be hole cards.
8.	 Texas Hold’em Primary Jackpot
	 •  Four-of-a-kind (10s) or better beaten by any better hand.
	 •  Both players must use both hole cards. 
	 •  Two (2) of the four-of-a-kind must be hole cards.
9.	 Texas Hold’em Mini-Jackpot
	 •  Four-of-a-kind or better beaten by any better hand.
	 •  Both players must use both hole cards.
	 •  Two (2) of the four-of-a-kind must be hole cards.
10.	 The posted jackpots will be awarded as follows:
	 •  50% will go to the qualifying losing hand.
	 •  25% will go to the qualifying winning hand. 
	 •  �25% will be divided among the players at the table who were dealt 

cards when the qualifying hand was dealt.
11.	 7-Card Stud and Omaha Hi-Lo Jackpot Fund Allocation:
	 •  �In Stud and Omaha, 90% of the collected jackpot funds (minus any 

jackpots that exceed the previous day’s collected jackpots) are added 
to the progressive prize pool for each type of game daily.

	 •  �10% of the collected jackpot funds will go to the Poker Promotion fund.
	 •  The progressive prize pool funds are divided as follows: 
	 	 	 i.  �70% to the primary jackpot; 25% to the secondary jackpot; and 

5% to the tertiary jackpot. 
12.	 Texas Hold’em Jackpot Fund Allocation:
	 •  �All collected jackpot funds will be added to the Poker Promotion fund.

From the Poker Promotion fund, the Texas Hold’em Primary Jackpot 
posted prize will start/reset at $50,000 and increase $2,000 a day 
for every day that the prize is not awarded. The Texas Hold’em Mini-
Jackpot posted prize is fixed at $10,000. Only one (1) jackpot will be 
awarded. The balance of the collected jackpot funds will be used for 
future Poker promotions.

13.	 Royal Flush Bonus: 
	 •  Any player dealt a Royal Flush in any suit will receive a $500 bonus. 
	 •  �In order to qualify, a player must use both hole cards in Hold’em and 

may not use community cards in Stud.
